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Chip Terhune
Chief of Staff to Gov. Ted Kulongoski

If you want the attention of the governor, Terhune is the only in. Former lobbyist to the Oregon
Education Association and friend to organized labor, he was the governor's first pick to head up
his second term in office after winning re-election in 2006. Terhune is known for his calm
demeanor, but he's also clued in on how to get things done efficiently. However, his specialty is
defusing inter-party feuds in the legislature.

Josh Kardon
Chief of Staff to Senator Ron Wyden

When it comes to Oregon political strategy, no one does it better. That might explain why U.S.
Sen. Hillary Clinton's presidential campaign tapped Kardon to head up her Oregon team B even
though he didn®have much to work with. He was also a part-time political director for Gov. Ted
Kulongoski's re-election effort. Kardon's political genius is well sought after by elected officials (on
both sides of the aisle), candidates, pollsters, reporters, staffers and an abundance of political
genius wannabes. He is U.S. Sen. Ron Wyden's right-hand man and top negotiator for a reason.

Art Towers
SEIU Political Director

Political stock in the Service Employees International Union skyrocketed this past primary
election when Towers led his gang of union members to deliver a strong victory for attorney
general candidate political newcomer John Kroger over House Judiciary Chairman Greg
Macpherson.

Kerry Tymchuk
State Director for U.S. Sen. Gordon Smith

We can all thank Tymchuk for the "bipartisanship" efforts coming from U.S. Sen. Gordon Smith's
senate office. Smith does not make a move without checking with Tymchuk, which is likely the
reason Smith, a Republican, still holds office in what is becoming an increasingly Democratic
state. A former prosecutor, congressional communications director and director of speechwriting
for then-Labor Secretary Elizabeth Dole and then U.S. Sen. Bob Dole (R-Kan.), this man has
been around the political block a few times.

Lavey remains a close
confident of Smith's and his counsel is widely sought after by Republican elected officials and
activists. He can also rein in the cash when it counts.

BethAnne Darby

Political Director for Oregon Education Association

Replacing Chip Terhune at the Oregon Education Association when he left for the governor's
office, Darby wasted no time getting her hands wet in the Oregon legislative political pool down in
Salem. Don't be fooled by her polite disposition, she is a force to be reckoned with when election
time rolls around and she starts dolling out the large stacks of cash to candidates this fall.

Tim Nesbitt
Deputy Chief of Staff to Gov. Kulongoski

When Gov. Ted Kulongoski needed some help mending his labor relationships after the 2003
PERS reform legislation, who better for him to call on than the former Oregon AFL-CIO president.
Nesbitt was considered one of the top key advisers to Kulongoski when it came to passing labor-
friendly legislation through the 2007 session.
